Escrever um e-mail dirigido a Secretaria do Departamento de Seguranca Interna dos EUA, Kristi Noem,
pedindo a libertacao imediata de Mahmoud Khalil e a revogagao do seu processo de deportacao.

PORQUE PRECISAMOS DE SI?

A 8 de marco, as autoridades de imigracao dos Estados Unidos da América
(EUA) prenderam ilegalmente e detiveram arbitrariamente Mahmoud Khalil,
um ativista palestiniano recém-formado na Universidade de Columbia.
Mahmoud nao foi acusado de nenhum crime e a sua detencéo surge na
sequéncia do anuncio do Departamento de Estado dos EUA de que planeia
revogar os vistos ou green cards e deportar estudantes afiliados a protestos
pré-Palestina.

Mahmoud Khalil tem autorizacao legal de residéncia permanente (green card)
nos EUA, mas foi alvo de perseguicao devido ao seu papel nos protestos
estudantis pr6-Palestina na Universidade de Columbia o ano passado, onde
exercia simplesmente os seus direitos humanos a liberdade de expresséo e de
reunido pacifica.

Apesar da sua residéncia ser em Nova lorque, Mahmoud Khalil esta detido
num centro de detencao a mais de 1600 kms de distancia, no Louisiana,
e as autoridades informaram-no de que «revogaram» 0 seu estatuto de residente permanente e iniciaram um
processo de deportagao.

0 QUE QUEREMOS?

Queremos que as autoridades libertem Mahmoud Khalil imediatamente e respeitem os seus direitos a liberdade
de expressao, a reunido pacifica e a um processo que cumpra os devidos procedimentos legais.

Dear Secretary Noem,

On the evening of March 8th, Department of Homeland Security (DHS) agents stopped Mahmoud
Khalil, a Palestinian student activist and recent graduate student at Columbia University, as

he was walking home from an Iftar celebration with his 8-months pregnant wife and unlawfully
arrested and detained him.

Mr. Khalil is a legal permanent resident and was informed by federal officials that his
immigration paperwork was being revoked. Mahmoud Khalil has not been charged with a crime.
He was actively involved in the protests and encampments at Columbia University in support of
Palestinian rights and against the ongoing genocide in the occupied Gaza Strip.

No one should be ripped away from their family and sent to detention just for exercising their
right to protest, and no one should be deported for speaking out for human rights.

Mr. Khalil’s arrest and ongoing arbitrary detention are the latest attack on human rights by the
Trump administration. The rights to freedom of expression and peaceful assembly are human
rights, not grounds for deportation.

Targeting peaceful protesters and threatening their immigration status for the content of their
protest, such as advocating for the human rights of Palestinians, is a violation of human rights.
This targeting sends a chilling message to people across this country, on and off campuses, that
anyone exercising their rights will be subject to repression, detention, and possible deportation.
And for the immigrant communities already living in fear throughout the U.S., they are now only
further pushed into the shadows with fear that they could be deported for speaking out.

Mahmoud Khalil should be released immediately. | implore you to rescind your order revoking
his lawful permanent residency status and leverage your power to ensure that the Trump
administration respect Mr. Khalil’s human rights, including his right to due process, and free him
from ICE custody so he can return to his home in New York with his family.
